Made under section 555 & 556 of the Local Government Act 1993 

 
 

To be exempt from Council General Rates:- 
• The organisation must own and occupy the property and the property must be used for the purposes of the organisation as  

stipulated in their articles of association or like documentation. 
• The use of the land that is to be exempt from rates, must be listed as per Sections 555 or 556 of the Local Government Act.  

 EXAMPLE of properties that may be exempt from rates are Churches, hospitals, Schools or Public Charities. 

• In November 2022 Council resolved to create new flat rate water and sewer access charge categories for non-rateable community 

organisations only. Other exempt organisations will be required to pay water and sewer charges in full. All properties are required to 

pay waste charges.

EXAMPLE OF DOCUMENTATION TO BE PROVIDED WITH YOUR APPLICATION 
 

• Any deed or trust establishing the organisation 
• Copy of Articles of Association applicable to the organisation 
• Copy of Certificate of Exemption from the Australian Taxation office 
• Full Details of the use of the Property 
• Details of any lease, rent, fees etc applicable to the Property 
• In case of “Place of Worship” a Council Development Application (DA) approval must be current 
• A minister’s/priest’s residence: Certificate of Ordination of becoming a priest/minister 
• And copy of drivers licence: Priest/minister showing they live at property requesting the non-rateability
